Paulette Gaske and Assistant Principal Mrs. Margaret Staszak pre-
sented each student with the meaningful and recognizable Mercy ring, 
traditionally worn by MMA graduates since 1916. Assisting in the pres-
entation were Junior Class Officers, President Quinn Cassidy and Vice 
President Catherine Kasianowicz.   

 Molly Krug, Junior Class Treasurer and cross bearer for 
the ceremony, led the procession of students into the chapel, followed 
by candle bearers Jessica Sawyer, Ashley Malicki, Kaitlyn Murphy,            
Margaret Mc Donald, Stephanie George, Susan Muldoon, Chelsea 
Courtade, Michele Domes and Autumn Reinard.

The symbolism of 
the Mercy ring is significant: A circle representing 
unity of all Mercy graduates; gold, signifying loyalty 
to school, country, church, family and friends; A blue 
band--representing Our Lady’s mantle—a reminder 
of her gentle, compassionate protection and care; 
seven pearls, reminding the ring wearer of Mary’s 
purity, and which stand for faith, hope, charity,                
obedience, humility, joy and patience.   
 Today, there are over 12,000 women who feel an 
immediate bond of friendship and recognition when 
an outstretched hand bears this cherished symbol of Mount Mercy  
Academy.  Because of the beautiful, feminine and delicate design of the 
Mercy ring, many graduates wear them for years after their high school 
days have ended.  As the 105th graduating class of Mount Mercy Acad-
emy can attest, the traditional Mercy ring still represents a circle of 
Mercy and the pride of belonging to a community which has been 
touched by the mission of the foundress of the Sisters of Mercy,               
Catherine McAuley to become women of faith, knowledge, integrity and 
compassion.

Hidden in the future and certainly beyond Frances Xavier Warde’s imagina-
tion as she first stepped onto American soil was the fact that by the time of her death in 1884, she 
would have established over 82 Mercy convents, schools, hospitals, orphanages, and other works 
of mercy in some 20 cities across nine states.-  
 This instruction follows the curriculum MMA students learn as 
freshman regarding the life and times of Mother Catherine McAuley, 
foundress of the Sisters of Mercy.

If your daughter 
had a physical or any immunization during the current 
school year, a copy should be sent to the health office.

DETAILS:  When Jacqueline Welch got home on her first 
day in first grade, she stormed in the back door and threw 
her lunch pail down the cellar stairs. It seems that, unlike 
kindergarten, she wasn’t going to be able to do a whole lot 
of drawing. She won her first art award when she was a 
high school junior.  
 
Welch holds an MFA in visual art from the Union Institute 
and University in Vermont and a BFA in painting from the 
SUNY College at Buffalo. Her recent exhibits include: the 
2008 Art Biologia Exhibition at the Limner Gallery in Hud-
son, NY, the Albright-Knox Beyond/In Western New York 
Show and the 2006 Exquisite Horizons Exhibition at Hall-
walls Gallery in Buffalo.  
 
Two years ago, Welch was selected one of 66 participants 
in the first New York Foundation for the Arts (NYFA) 
MARK Program of professional practice in the Visual Arts. 
That same year, she received the first place gold medal 
award for works in the Buffalo Society of Artists Catalogue 
Exhibition.  
 
Narrative in nature, Welch's current painting practice ad-
dresses the animal as companion. Religious symbol and 
the sublime landscape are also of interest to her. Her 
process is extremely drawing intensive. Paint is applied in 
semi-transparent layers so that parts of the drawing show 
through. In her recent work, each dog is the patron saint 
for a particular human idiosyncrasy. Through these paint-
ings she advocates for shelter dogs and their right to be 
life-long companions. Her concerns involve the current 
debate of no-kill shelters vs. traditional shelters that peri-
odically euthanize unwanted pets, and the rise in aban-
doned pets due to the failing US economy. The sacred 
and pagan elements in her work are derived from her Irish
-Catholic background and her interest in medieval painting 
and Celtic art.  A Rochester native, Welch is a high school 
art teacher at Mt. Mercy Academy in Buffalo. She recently 
adopted a three-year-old greyhound named Turner.  
 
An opening reception will be held Friday, March 5, 7 p.m. 
– 9 p.m. The artist will give a gallery talk the same day at 
noon in the Mercer Gallery.

MMA’s partnership with Catholic Health has taken off 
in many directions.  It’s truly been a wonderful experi-
ence, opening up to our students and teachers an 
abundance of opportunity. 
We have had multiple class tours of various hospi-
tals, MASH camps where students get a real sense 
of a day in the life of a hospital right from the moment 
of scrubbing in.  Several girls are shadowing a CHS 
associate and internships are slowly taking place.  
Our campus ministry and religion classes are                   
involved as well as the guidance department, provid-
ing many experiences including a sophomore class          
retreat at the OLV Senior Neighborhood and the          
opportunity for service on an on-going basis. 
 

However, in the process we are learning much about 
the requirements of the health care profession con-
cerning the necessary paperwork, inoculations, inter-
view process, etc. for all volunteers on a long-term 
basis.  This process has been carefully facilitated by 
Anne McGillicuddy, Mercy Hospital Volunteer Coor-
dinator.  Our impatience with the slowness of start-up 
for the long term service positions has been tem-
pered by the realization that extreme care is needed 
by the health care facilities to ensure the health of 
patients, staff and volunteers. 
 

 It has also been helpful for the hospitals to experi-
ence the learning styles of teenagers and the impor-
tance of hands experience and their reflection upon 
it.   Students are learning about their need to assume 
the responsibility to follow-up on what is required to 
pursue their interests.  CHS associates have been 
helpful in telling their own stories of starting out “at 
the bottom” and working their way up to their present  
careers.  After all, no one starts at the top. 
 

This month we continue our planning with represen-
tatives from CHS along with school personnel to look 
at what is working, what can be adjusted and what 
additional avenues can be pursued in our partner-
ship.  At the same time MMA’s “Science Academy” is 
working hand in hand with the partnership to provide 
all that is necessary to prepare our students to pur-
sue their dreams. 
 

This partnership is supportive to the succession plan-
ning of Catholic Health in Western New York as well 
as to the opportunities it offers our students to move 
forward in their quest for professions in science             
research and professional health care services.  
Within a few years there will be a large market for 
new health care providers as many are now planning 
retirement.
